Language Arts: We will be reading the rhyming 
fiction story For the Love of the Earth.  Vocabulary 
words include dawn, engines, glows, witness, and 
litter. We will be reviewing the long o and u sound 
and spellings, journal writing, and action verbs. Mrs. 
Keating’s class will test for spelling and reading 
Friday, and Miss Hotka’s class will test on Monday.  
Social Studies: We will be learning about how 
producers, consumers, and ancestors have shaped our 
community. We will be reading about an orchard 
during each of the seasons and what role producers 
and consumers have there.
